Math Interactive Notebooks

Think as a mathematician… Record as a mathematician…  Reflect as a mathematician
What IT IS:

The purpose of your interactive notebook (INB) is to collect, record, and organize your Math information in a creative way.  Creating a portfolio of your Math information will allow you to demonstrate what you have learned and help you to remember the information for QUIZZES OR TESTS. This notebook will also serve as a great tool to help you stay organized. 

WHAT YOU WILL NEED:  
· One COMPOSITION Notebook with @ least 100 pages

· Scissors
· Glue stick(s) or rubber cement

· Blue or Black Pens (Erasable pens are great to have)
· Colored Pencils (markers are not good for INB but we will use them)
GUIDELINES: 

· Your INB needs to be brought to class EVERYDAY & is for MATH CLASS ONLY

· Your INB should have a decorated COVER page & AUTHOR PAGE. 

· Your INB should contain a detailed table of contents.

· Each page of the notebook should be numbered 

· USE COLOR. Use colored pens, gel pens, or colored pencils.  Color helps your brain organize and remember information.

· Handouts should be glued into the notebook.  Handouts may need to be trimmed to keep them from sticking out.

· NEATNESS COUNTS. Your INB is a reflection of you.

· You will DATE & TITLE ALL assignments.  

· Each day you will write the OBJECTIVE for the day and complete a BELLRINGER assignment that is done at the beginning of class as a warm up.

Grading Guidelines:
· Your INB will be turned in and graded bi-weekly.  

· You will receive class work, quiz, and homework grades from your notebook.

· An important part of your INB is its visual appearance. Points will be taken off if work is done in a sloppy manner or if items are only partially completed.  Try your best on every assignment!
· You may be allowed to use your INB on some quizzes or tests (keep up with the information, I may not tell you when this will happen!)

· You are responsible for making up any missed information.  You can get information from the “While You Were Out” Corner, your MATH buddy or Mrs. Thompson.
SETTING UP YOUR NOTEBOOK

Assignment #1 - YOUR COVER:  

Part A: Written Content:  Your cover should have the following basic elements in writing somewhere on it.  If I can’t read it, I can’t give you a grade!
· The name of the course:  6th Grade Math
· The words:  Interactive Math Notebook

· The class period that you have Math:  RED, GREEN, YELLOW, BLUE 
· The school year:  2015-2016
· The teacher:  Mrs. Thompson
· Your name:  (self explanatory)

You may place these elements anywhere on the cover as long as they can be easily identified.

Part B: Visual Content:  Math Information  
Choose two pictures for your cover that reminds you of math. Use your textbook to help you.  You may print images, draw them, or use magazines.
Assignment #2:  Creating YOUR author’s page for YOUR INB 

You will create your author’s page on the inside of the front cover of your INB.

Content:  Your author’s page should have the following elements on the inside cover and it should be neat and creative:

· Choose one word that describes you.  Write a sentence underneath the word telling why this word describes you.  

· Choose two more words that describe traits that you would like to work on for the year.  Under each word, write a sentence explaining how you might reach this goal.  

· A picture of you.

· At least three pictures of things that describe you (such as your hobbies, favorite sports, or other interests). 
HOW DO I ORGANIZE MY NOTEBOOK?

Math interactive notebooks are used to help you learn and remember important math concepts. Why do they work? This notebook style uses both the right and left-brain hemispheres to help you sort, categorize, remembers, and creatively interact with the new knowledge you are gaining.
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The Table of Contents will be located on pages 0-4 in your INB. Above is an example of what your table of contents should look like. Your table of contents should be updated daily. There will be a table of contents posted on posted paper in the classroom. 
NOTEBOOK RULES

· No ripped out pages or torn corners

· No doodling that does not relate to Math
· Notebooks should be used for MATH CLASS ONLY

· All pages should be dated and numbered

· All entries must go in the Table of Contents
